Candidates who hold a title obtained in a foreign University can refer to the conversion system 
available on the website www.universitaly.it.

Where: 

G: grade to be converted 
Gmin: Minimum passing grade in the foreign grading system 
Gmax: Maximum grade in the foreign grading system 
Imin: Minimum passing grade for the Italian grading System (18/30) 
Imax: Maximum grade in the Italian grading system (30/30) 

For qualitative grades the following table is used: 

A = 30 
B = 28 
C = 26 
D = 23 
E = 18 

Evaluation of graduation grade 

Candidates with a Bachelor obtained in a foreign University can refer to the conversion system 
available on the website www.universitaly.it.
